
CHELMER CYCLING CLUB


50 in 4/5 hour Reliability Ride – Sunday 21st March 2010





Meet at the Chelmer C.C Headquarters, Meteor Way off Waterhouse Lane at 09.45am to sign on. 


START TIME IS 10am PROMPT


ROUTE





Turn right out of Meteor Way. L at 1st set of lights then SO all lights to leave Chelmsford on Broomfield Road. Past Ashtree Corner to turn L (SP Howe St) into Chatham Hall Lane (mileage check 5.5 miles)


Follow for 1 mile where R into Hyde Hall Lane (SP Littley,Chatham Green & The Leighs)  


Under main road bridge where imm L (sign missing) towards Littley Green. Follow through Littley Green, past The Compasses PH to T at black barn where R and imm L (SP Rayne/Braintree). 


Follow Lane (Hornells Corner) to T where L (SP Felsted/ Dunmow). Through Willows Green to Rayne where L over railway bridge to lights (12.1 miles) 


Straight over lights into Shalford Rd, follow through Duck End Green to end of lane where R at T (SP Shalford). 


Follow into Church End Shalford toT where L onto B1053 (SP Shalford  1/ Wethersfield 2 – mileage 17.1)


Follow ‘B’ road for 1.3 miles through Shalford where R (SP Blackmore End). 


Follow narrow lane (care-single) to bear L at top of rise to T where R (SP Gosfield/Braintree). 


Follow lane south into Beazley End where L (SP Gosfield) (21 miles)
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Follow short lane to end where L at green triangle (no sign) 


Follow lane out of Cressing Green to take next R at top of small rise (no sign). 


Follow link lane to B1018 (35.6 miles) where L (SP Witham) and imm R (SP station). 


Descend over level crossing to White Notley where R at T (SP Braintree)


 Follow lane to take next L in dip onto Pole Lane (SP Fairstead/Terling) (37.4 miles)


Follow lane over climb to take R (SP Ranks Green/ Great Leighs) 


Follow lane through Ranks Green to T where L (SP Boreham/Chelmsford) (40.2 miles)


Follow Mill Lane to end where L at T into Boreham Rd (SP Terling/Boreham) 


Through dip to take 2nd R at top of hill into Leighs Road (SP The Walthams) (42.5m)


Follow Leighs Road to its end where R at triangle into Drakes Lane.


Follow to T where R into Wheelers Hill (East). Descend to A131 RAB where SO (care) through gap in concrete bollards – (44.5 miles) – to descend old road into Little Waltham on Wheelers Hill West. Follow to T in village where L onto The Street (SP Chelmsford)
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Follow lane past lake to Gosfield where L onto A1017 (SP Haverhill, Halstead & Hedingham) (23.9 miles)


Take next right (SP Gosfield School, Halstead 2) 


After 0.7 miles turn R in dip at triangle (SP unsuitable for HGV) into Russells Road. 


Follow lane to T where L onto main road to outskirts of Halstead. Turn R just before Halstead sign into Oak Road. 


Follow Oak Road to its end (narrow-care) where R at T (no sign). Follow lane into dip (care) and up to T where L (SP Greenstead Green) (27.5 miles)


Follow lane to climb (ouch!) into Greenstead Green where R (SP Stisted/Braintree) 


Follow lane (care over bridge) to Stisted where take 2nd R (SP Braintree/Bocking & Halstead) to stop at Specialities Tea Room -. (31.2 miles)





Leave café- turn R and imm R (SP Bradwell/Coggeshall) Follow lane to A120 where R (care) and imm L (SP Cressing 2) 


At top of rise turn L on bend (SP Bradwell –hidden)


Follow lane to Perry Green, take 1st R by brick wall (SP Cressing/Silver End). 


Follow lane to end where R (SP Cressing) In approx 100yards turn L (no sign).
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Follow The Street to Ashtree Corner (45.5 miles) where L onto Broomfield Road to retrace outward route to club hut  - 50 miles!
